The rulutionship between our Committaza «nd the Greeting Caxd Fund
deserveés specicl mention. Mue 10 the noturc of the Greeting Carxd
Progromme, frequent consultation is cssential =nd it is gratifying to
note thot our working relutionship with the Fund h.s improved
immausurcbly in recent yz-rs. There hus bson, during this period, a
most useful exch;ngé of ideas cnd w> especiully ippreciate the new
method of selecting urt by the ra-organized art Selection Committee.

We note, too, the Fund's reccnt initiative in working with Nutionul
Committcos on now murketing progrzmmes ind would zpprecizte ths Fund
