The National Council of Literacy & Adult Education conducted three workshops to introduce curriculum development and to conduct training of trainers on the new curriculum. The new curriculum includes:

- Reading, writing and Arithmetic.

- Religious studies.

- General knowledge.

- Basic Skills training (especially for girls and women).

- Social work.

A workshop on National level was conducted to train trainers implementing the National Literacy Programma.

The incorporation of FFL has shown a positive impact on all the beneficiaries, a field test conducted in the Eastern State has revealed that the FFL component made the curriculum more interesting and more related to the daily life of the people. The MOE plans to produce a Sudanese version of FFL segregated by state due to the wide disparities of the various states in the country. 

SGNED conducted a workshop on National level to introduce FFL into its curriculum and to train trainers on the developed curriculum.

UNICEF has supported all the above workshop, further activities regarding the FFL introduction into the Basic Education curriculum will continue.
