Doubte
1esé this tendency has been strengthened by the opiﬁion,
which is now spzeadimg,_esyecially in Latin America, that
exclusive concentration on the econcnic aépacts of develop-
ment is quite likely to lead to disappointing results, and
that it is advisable to give coherent attentian alse to the
s&cielagical and sccial aspects ory; as it is sometinmes
cailed rsocial planning;" While wany aspects of taking
account of children and youth do form a subdivision of
social planning, there are also important econocnic aspec%s
to be considered in a gatianal pélicy for children and
